How to Perform Well in School Interviews
Many students need to attend school interviews when they are in
Primary Six in order to gain a school place at a good secondary school.
However, they may not know how they can prepare for the school interviews.

Therefore, they often feel stressed. If you are one of them, here are a few tips to

First, you need to find out more about the school you applied to and think of
some possible questions that may be asked. You should jot down your answers to
those questions and read them out loud a few times as practice. This will give you a
brief idea on what to talk about during the interview. You will also feel less anxious
because you know what you are going to say.

Before the interview, you can try closing your eyes for a moment and take

a deep breath. This can clear your mind and reduce your stress. Besides, you can

tell yourself you will ‘own the interview’. This will boost your self-confidence.

However, don’t be overconfident. This may make you look arrogant and impolite.

Many students think that giving good verbal responses is important. However,
that may not be enough for a successful interview. One research suggests that 70%
of communication is established through behaviour such as facial expressions and
body gestures. Most importantly, it is found that maintaining good eye contact
with the interviewers during the interview is also essential. This shows that you are

confident and polite.
