Chinese Herbal Tea
by Kelly Chan

Chinese herbal tea, also known as leung cha in
Hong Kong, is a drink made from Chinese medicinal
herbs for maintaining good health. These herbs include
dried flowers, leaves, seeds and roots. The tea which 1s
made from the herbs usually tastes slightly bitter.

Unlike Western herbal tea, leung cha has medical functions and looks dark
in colour. Chinese people believe that eating a lot of crispy, spicy or oily food
‘heats up’ their bodies and causes illnesses. Therefore, they drink Chinese herbal
tea to ‘cool down’. So, people call it leung cha in Chinese which means ‘cooling

tea’.

To prepare a bowl of Chinese herbal tea, people first choose the specific
herbs they need to improve their health. Then, put the herbs in a pot with
water. Boil the mixture until it becomes dark and concentrated. The herbs can
sometimes be mixed for different purposes.

Leung cha is especially popular in Hong Kong because of the humid
weather. People believe drinking leung cha helps prevent illnesses caused by the
changing weather. In 2006, leung cha was even selected as one of Hong Kong’s
intangible cultural heritage.

You can find leung cha in a herbal tea shop or a Chinese pharmacy. You
can also find it in a supermarket since it is packed in bottles or cans. Chinese
herbal tea may not look so attractive but it’s good for our health. Many visitors
