A lunch at Healthy Restaurant costs 

around $45 but Andy sells it to the 

needy at $10. He gives out around 

200 meal tickets every week so that  

the needy can buy lunches with the 

tickets. 
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‘The food is hot and delicious. Each 

box lunch is big. I usually eat half 

of it and leave the other half for 

dinner. Mr Lo is so generous and 

loving,’ said Hong Leung, an old 

customer.

Q7 Recognising key words
Ask students to find the key words ‘the needy’ in the text in order to find the answer. Remind them that in the phrase ‘the 
needy’, the word ‘needy’ is a collective noun so the pronoun for the phrase is ‘they’.
