The medium 
one in the same brand costs $130! A 
medium-sized frying pan for only $160 
and a kettle for only $170.

For dry hair, try our Deluxe 
shampoo which will make your hair 
feel wonderful. If you have oily hair, 
try Perfect shampoo for a wonderful 
clean feel.
